ÅA system that works when the power is off

ÅPersonal notification device

ÅSpecific nature of the emergency

ÅSpecific instructions on what to do

Basic Operation

ÅA new or pre-entered message, up to 90 characters, is 
input in the Message Center software

ÅThe user selects message severity and targeting 
information. 

ÅThe message is then sent from the transmitter to a 
network of repeaters.  The repeaters function as a 
relay, receiving the message from the transmitter, then 
retransmits the message throughout the rest of the 
network, as well as the end user receivers.  



Basic Operation continued

ÅThese receivers are in the form of a desktop 
version that can also be wall mounted , or a 
pocket sized personal receiver unit is also 
available.  

ÅThe receivers then decode the content of the 
message and display it via an LCD screen, 
stoplight configuration, and auditory cues.
